Hi everyone,

Prior EPA investigations identified a high risk of exposure to hazardous chemicals in surface water and sediment in Tar Creek through recreational and swimming activities. EPA has been working with the Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality to post signs warning about risks and to discourage swimming in the creek until cleanup is complete.

Earlier this year, members of our community informed EPA that several small dams had been placed along a section of Tar Creek allowing water to pool in sections for use as swimming holes. To assess the potential risks of exposure to contamination through swimming and recreating in this section of Tar Creek, EPA conducted a targeted risk evaluation for this specific area. 

To provide an opportunity for you to learn more about the Screening Risk Evaluation for Individuals Observed Swimming in the Tar Creek Swimming Hole Area and its conclusions, and to provide an opportunity to discuss comments you may wish to submit, EPA's Technical Assistance Services for Communities (TASC) program will host a presentation and discussion on December 7, 2023, 5:30 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. CST
